“WHY THE DAY OF PREPARATION?”

SCRIPTURE: EXODUS 16:22
I. MARK 15; JOSEPH OF ARIMATHIA TAKES BODY OF JESUS ON PREPARATION DAY (FRIDAY) AND LAYS IN  THE TOMB.  WOMEN COME EARLY SUNDAY MORNING TO EMBALM CHRIST’S BODY WITH SPICES. MARK 16.

II. NO COMMERCIAL EXCHANGE OR LABOR TO BE DONE ON SABBATH.  SUCH IS TO BE DONE ON FRIDAY (PREPARATION DAY), OR ONE OF THE OTHER DAYS OF THE WEEK.

III. EMERGENCY WORK, FOOD EATEN IMMEDIATELY, AND HEALING ALLOWED.

LUKE 14:5; MATT. 12: 1-12; JOHN 9: 14-17.

IV. EXODUS 16- MANNA DID NOT FALL ON SABBATH; TWICE AS MUCH WAS TO BE GATHERED ON FRIDAY (THE PREPARATION DAY.)

A. FOOD CARRIED OVER UNTIL NEXT DAY WOULD SPOIL IF GATHERED ON A DAY OTHER THAN THE PREPARATION DAY.

B. FOOD GATHERED ON PREPARATION DAY, FIRDAY, WOULD NOT SPOIL, AND COULD BE EATEN ON THE SABBATH, THE NEXT DAY.

C. NO MANNAH WAS TO BE GATHERED ON THE SABBATH.  THIS WAS A “TEST” OF THE JEWS OBEDIENCE.

D. SOME WENT OUT ON THE SABBATH TO GATHER MANNA, AND THE LORD REBUKED THEM FOR THEIR DISOBEDIENCE.

V.  CONCLUSION: WE ARE TO PREPARE FOR THE SABBATH ON FRIDAY BY DOING, ON THAT DAY, SUCH THINGS AS HARVESTING FOOD, COOKING FOOD, FILLING THE CAR WITH GAS, AND REFRAINING FROM ALL COMMERCIAL ACTIVITY INVOLVING BUYING AND SELLING, INCLUDING BUYING FOOD AND FOOD SERVICE.
