D. AS CHRIST WAS BURIED AND RAISED FROM THE GRAVE TO LIVE ETERNALLY, SO THE SINNER GOES TO THE “WATERY GRAVE,” RISING, CLEANSED FROM SIN, AND A NEW CHREATURE WITH NEW VALUES, AND NEW HOPE FOR ETERNAL LIFE IN CHRIST.

II. SALVATION HINGES ON TWO REQUIREMENTS:  BELIEF IN CHRIST AND BAPTISM IN THE WATERY GRAVE.  MARK 16:16.
